
2016 Auckland Open 
20th – 21st August 2016, Auckland 

 
Since 2013 the Auckland Table Tennis Association has placed a major emphasis on building 
recognition and awareness of the Auckland Open. The Open is now a must-attend event on the New 
Zealand table tennis calendar. In 2016, once again, a major focus was placed on attracting 
spectators to attend the Open Finals session, which was held on the evening of Saturday 20th 
August, 2016. Advertising was conducted through direct e-mail correspondence, the Association 
website, and Facebook promotion. In addition, flyers were posted to district associations and 
distributed to students taking part in the Auckland Interschools table tennis competition.  
 
The Open event sponsors were; Cathay Pacific, Lim Brothers Import & Export Company Ltd., 
Penberthy Insurance, Anran International (NZ) Ltd., Ray White – Broadway, Staywell Property 
Management, and Commute Transportation Consultants. In addition, Lone Star Restaurant, The 
Warehouse (Newmarket), ASB Bank, Coca-Cola, and Jim Coad donated spot prizes that were 
distributed during the Open Finals session.     
 
The Association was pleased to receive entries from 214 participants across all categories in the 
2016 Auckland Open. The number of entries increased significantly from the 174 entries received 
in 2015. Entries were received from players ranging from Northland to Canterbury, and two players 
attended from Australia. The HWATT Club from Melbourne, Australia opted not to compete in the 
2016 Auckland Open.  
 
Chris Herlihy took on the role of MC for the Open Finals session for the first time and instituted 
competitions and trivia questions in order for spectators to win prizes. The Open Finals session was 
revised to incorporate only the Open Mixed doubles final, Open Women’s singles final, and Open 
Men’s singles final. This enabled a centre court atmosphere to be created around a single table. Free 
food items were distributed to spectators including Tip Top ice cream, confectionery, and baked 
goods. Over 300 spectators received tickets for the spot prize draws during the Open Finals session.
