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CONDITIONS OF ENTRY

Events are open to players as follows:-

Players are eligible to enter the grade in which the team they were nominated to
play in has been playing OR the grade in which they have been playing regularly
in if a higher grade than that originally nominated for, OR a higher grade than
either of these but not a lower grade. E.g. if a player has been playing in B2
grade then they are eligible to play in the B Grade or A Grade.

Furthermore a player may play singles in one grade and doubles in another grade
provided they are eligible to play in both grades.
